Securityplus FCU offers two home equity options. Each can provide you with the funds for home
remodeling or additions, college tuition, debt consolidation or many other personal needs. 

The amount of your loan or credit line is determined by your credit worthiness and ability to repay.

The costs associated with these two options include settlement, credit report and appraisal fees, and vary depending upon the amount of the loan or line
of credit and location of your home.

Keep in mind; exercising your cash options through a home equity loan means you are placing the deed to your home as collateral. Use caution when deciding
on the purpose of these funds. If you use equity funds for small everyday needs, you could find yourself overextended and at risk of losing your home.

If your travel plans take you abroad this summer, don’t forget to log on to our website, www.securityplusfcu.org and
access the “VISA Blocked Country” button. All the countries that are currently blocked from processing VISA
transactions are listed. 

The following countries are currently* blocked from allowing transactions on Securityplus FCU VISA credit cards:

• Taiwan • Saudi Arabia • Korea – both North and South
• Japan • Spain • UK/Great Britain – England, Wales,
• Canada • South Africa Scotland and North Ireland

Notify us of your travel plans before traveling outside of the United States so that your Securityplus
FCU VISA credit card can be enabled for use in the countries you are visiting. As a fraud prevention
measure, transactions made with your credit card in foreign countries will be blocked unless you
request otherwise. Before your next trip, call Debbie Rutter at 410-281-6200 x4379 to have your card
excluded from the “block”.

10 Things Every First-Time
Homebuyer Should Know
The prospect of buying a house for the first time can be intimidating,
since it’s the single largest purchase you may ever make. 

Before you begin the search, there are some things you should know. 

1. Look for information. Research the process by attending community-sponsored 
classes or checking out home buying books.

2. Save for the down payment and closing costs. Strive to save as much as you can of the 
purchase price of the house as well as the closing costs. You will usually need a minimum of
5% of the purchase price, but the greater your down payment, the more favorable your terms.

3. Discover how much you can afford. Make sure you are saving enough toward retirement and
other goals when deciding how much to spend each month on mortgage payments. Your monthly
payment will depend on the amount borrowed, interest rate, insurance, taxes and repayment period. 

4. Don’t forget the other costs of home ownership. Remember to plan for homeowner’s insurance,
property taxes, private mortgage insurance, utilities, repairs and maintenance.

5. Choose a mortgage. Not every mortgage is the same. Educate yourself on available options before you decide. 
6. Research neighborhoods. Prioritize what you are looking for in a neighborhood. Then talk to the people who

live in the neighborhoods you’re considering.
7. Hire a real estate agent. Get referrals from friends, relatives and co-workers, and then interview several agents.

You want an agent who’s familiar with the neighborhoods you’re interested in.
8. Listen to your agent. An agent’s job is to know how much properties are worth. A well-chosen agent will do their

best to keep you from bidding too much on the “house of your dreams.”
9. Have the house inspected. Hire a full-time, professional house inspector. Referrals from friends, relatives and co-workers are a good place to start.
10. Prepare for closing. Have the escrow officer prepare an estimated list of closing costs. Closing costs can run high (in the thousands of dollars) and 

you need to make sure you have enough money to pay for them.
